Adding Kenya to Our Mission List
Mission Report from Billy Tanui

Our Mission Trip to Kenya (Dee Reed, Terri, Sonthemeier, Sara Myers, and Billy
Tanui)

Day 1: April 9th
Our journey began on April 9th, departing from Kansas City with stopovers in
Minneapolis and Amsterdam. We arrived safely in Nairobi on April 10th, where we
were warmly received at Jomo Kenyatta International Airport by Vincent and Sara.
Our first night was spent in Nairobi, setting the stage for the days ahead.

Day 2: April 10th
We traveled to Eldoret to visit Billy's home. The journey was filled with anticipation
and excitement as we prepared for the activities planned for the following days.

Day 3: April 11th
In Eldoret, we presented toys donated by colleagues and friends from University
Health and Kansas City. These toys had been shipped to Kenya approximately five
months prior and arrived just before our trip. We distributed them to the children at
our local community school, bringing smiles and joy to their faces. Later that day, we
traveled four hours to Kisii, checked into our hotel, and had dinner with David and
Dr. Nyameino, both integral members of the planning team at Nyamira County
Hospital.

Day 4: April 13th
Our initial visit to Nyamira County Referral Hospital was conducted on April 13th. We
were received by a very pleasant Chief Nursing Officer who gave us a
comprehensive tour of the preoperative area, the operating room, and the
postoperative recovery room. The hospital has three functional ORs with three
anesthesia machines, two of which are equipped with monitors. The third machine in
OR 1 works but lacks a monitor. An anesthetist (Clinical Officer) provided a tour of
the OR, anesthesia machine check, medication procurement, and anesthesia supply
storage.

Dee and Terri gathered information about the OR scheduling, charting system,
sterilization process, and throughput from OR to recovery to the surgical unit/ward.
The team also toured the surgical ward, maternity ward, laboratory and blood bank
area, and outpatient pharmacy. We closed out the day by touring local hotels
(Helsinki and Guardian). The team preferred Helsinki due to its proximity to the
hospital, cost, and size of the accommodation site.

Day 5: April 14th
On April 14th, we successfully drove from Kisii to Nyamira County Referral Hospital
and met with the County Executive Manager in charge of Health (CECM) and his
team. We discussed the mission objectives and received answers to our questions.
The Nyamira team was very receptive to our presence and looks forward to a long-
term partnership.

The CECM and the finance representative agreed to provide transportation from
Nairobi to Kisii, as well as daily transportation between the accommodation site and
the hospital throughout the four days of our mission. They will also provide lunch
during our mission trip. Additionally, the CECM mentioned that transportation to
Masai Mara would be provided for our group and the local team working with us.

We concluded the day by setting objectives and goals for our return mission trip in
January. We expect to receive a schedule of potential patients who will be screened
for surgical procedures during the mission. We also plan to send emails to clarify
details regarding the OR equipment and will contact the Chief Nursing Officer to plan
for the mission trip.

Day 6: April 15th
On April 15th, we met with county officials led by Governor Amos Nyaribo at the
county offices in Nyamira County. We secured a working site for future missions,
with the County pledging to assist the team, in addition we handed over donated
medical and anesthesia supplies to the county managers. 

Reflections on the Mission's Impact
Our mission trip to Kenya was not just a journey across continents; it was a journey
to establish initial meaningful relationships and the collaboration with Nyamira
County Referral Hospital highlighted the importance of partnership and mutual
support in achieving sustainable healthcare improvements.

The discussions with the County Executives underscored the potential for long-term
collaboration, paving the way for future missions that will continue to bring positive
change to the region. The commitment of the local officials to provide ground
transportation from Nairobi to Nyamira and back demonstrated their dedication to
making our mission successful.

Future plans
Looking ahead, our team is committed to building on the success of this scouting
trip. We aim to deepen our collaboration with Nyamira County Referral Hospital,
expand our medical services, engage with the local community and implement an
evaluation framework of our shared services to the communities in Nyamira. Plans
are underway to conduct our first mission trip to Kenya in January. We are
collaborating with our local team and the team in Nyamira to ensure preparedness
and readiness. This upcoming mission will build on the foundations laid during our
scouting trip and aim to provide comprehensive medical services to the community.
