This month's Volunteer Spotlight is well-known in the Medical Missions
Foundation community and has been with us for many years... Lisa
Heath.  

How did you first learn about Medical Missions?
I first learned about Medical Missions in 2008 from Dr. Tammy Neblock,
a general surgeon. She asked me if I would be interested in going on a
mission to Mali. I had never heard of Mali before and hoped I heard
“Bali” or “Maui.” Mali is far cry from either of those! It’s in West central
Africa and the location was very primitive.

What got you involved for the first time?
Curiosity influenced my decision to go. And my love for the people we
serve keeps me going. My first trip I wrote in my journal “I can never be
so humble as when I am in Africa.” That applies to each country.

What missions have you been involved with?
I have been multiple times to Mali, Uganda, and Guatemala. I did
scouting missions to Malawi and Dominican Republic which did not
result in missions. I just did my 25th mission with Medical Missions
Foundation.

What is a most memorable experience during one of the missions?

I believe the most memorable experience I had was in Mali. The patient
was a toddler who had a large, soft growth on his tailbone/buttocks
region. His family had been ostracized because of this.

The father was playing with him beforehand and it is rare to see a father
interacting with their children. His hopes were so high for his child. We
were able to remove the growth in a possible very dangerous surgery.
The father was so elated and thankful. We were all tearful to witness
this.

Why do you volunteer?
I volunteer simply because we help people who may have no help in
their communities. We serve to relieve their pain and help them to be
functional. Religious or not, missions can be a spiritual experience.

What advice would you give someone considering joining a
mission?
Go for it! Your skills and knowledge are invaluable. On a mission trip,
you will be challenged more than ever. Things are different there but we
are flexible and make things work, all with patient safety first. No
cavalier things. It is truly life changing.

Any last thoughts or comments you want to add?
Open your heart to the people we serve. Share yourself with them.
Appreciate the experience.
